Archdiocese of Newark Archives

A glance through the membership list at the end of the
German Genealogy Group surname directory made me realize
that there are a number of members living in New Jersey or
nearby in New York or Pennsylvania. | wondered how many
of the GGG members have connections with the four counties
of New Jersey that make up the Archdiocese of Newark and
know about the Archdiocesan Archives.

In 1984 Pope John Paul 11 decreed that every diocese in the
Roman Catholic Church must have an archives. Most Bishops
appointed an Archivist and considered the job done.
Archbishop Peter J. Gerety of the Archdiocese of Newark,
New Jersey not only appointed an archivist but also designated
The Msgr. William Noé Field Archives and Special
Collections Center at Seton Hall University in South Orange,
New Jersey as the repository for the important papers and
artifacts of the Archdiocese. All parishes were instructed to
send copies of historical documents to the Center for
preservation. Many sent original incorporation documents, site
maps, and architectural plans along with parish histories and
reports. The Center also collects a wide variety of material
related to the Catholic experience in New Jersey.

The Diocese of Newark, originally consisting of the entire
state of New Jersey, was formed in 1852 by removing the
northern part of the State from New York jurisdiction and the
southern part from Philadelphia. James Roosevelt Bayley, a
converted Episcopal priest and the nephew of St. Elizabeth
Anne Seton, was named the first Bishop. He started Seton Hall
as a seminary to educate young men of the Diocese for the
priesthood. As the Catholic population in the State grew,
Newark was elevated to an Archdiocese and other dioceses
were formed to more adequately serve the needs of the
parishioners. Newark now consists of the four most populated
counties in the State - Bergen, Essex, Hudson, and Union.
Over 2.3 million Catholics are served, making Newark the
ninth largest diocese in the United States, although it is the
third smallest in area. Only Brooklyn and St. Thomas V. I. are
smaller.

In 1984, about the time that the Archdiocese was
instituting the Archives, representatives of the Church of Jesus
Christ of Latter Day Saints approached the Archbishop and
asked for permission to microfilm individual parish records.
Archbishop Gerety was of the opinion that copies of the
registers were to the advantage of the parishioners, the
parishes and the Archdiocese. Consequently, he allowed each
parish and cemetery to be approached but did not require that
they comply. More than two-thirds of the parishes choose to
have records microfilmed. The Catholic Church has a privacy
policy of seventy five years and that policy was generally
honored.
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In the four counties of the Archdiocese of Newark there
are 261 parishes, the first, St. John’s in Newark, formed in
1826 and the newest, The Church of the Korean Martyrs in
Saddle Brook, formed in 1999. (The oldest parish in New
Jersey is believed to be St. Joseph’s in West Milford formed
about 1765 and now in the Diocese of Paterson.)
Approximately thirty parishes have been merged or
suppressed (totally closed). Sixteen of the parishes in the
Archdiocese were started to support an ethnically German
population. Many other parishes had German parishioners
who found it convenient to attend the local parish rather than
travel to services.

The Catholic Church has always kept sacramental records
pertaining to its parishioners. Every baptism, confirmation,
and marriage is recorded in a parish register kept at the local
level. Until Vatican Il the entries were written in Latin in a
stylized version of Library Copperplate, at best, or illegible
handwriting, at worst, using a nibbed or fountain pen. An
overworked parish clerk or priest could easily give up long
before the correct entry was located unless specific dates and
the names of all parties were provided. Many times this is the
information that a genealogy researcher is looking for and all
concerned are frustrated. There is no individual in any parish
who has the job of doing research for genealogy and pastors
are very reluctant to allow researchers direct access to the
original registers.

The original microfilms for the Archdiocese of Newark are
housed at the Family History Center in Salt Lake City, Utah
and each participating parish was given a copy of the
microfilm. A complete set of the films was sent to Seton Hall
University. Original records for the suppressed parishes are
also deposited at SHU. Records associated with merged
parishes remain with the succeeding parish and records for
closed schools generally stay with the parish if it is still open
or are transferred to the Archdiocesan Education Office if the
parish is closed. Orphanage records are sent to the Catholic
Charities offices if the orphanage has been closed and these
records are not available to the general public.

The Seton Hall University Archives and Special
Collections is open for genealogy research by appointment.
The staff will do research as time permits for an hourly fee.
Professor Alan Delozier, University Archivist, and Dr.
Kathleen Dodds, who is responsible for the Archdiocesan
sacramental and genealogy services, prefer that researchers
visit the premises. The "I found it” factor or a note in the
record leading to a new source brings as much pleasure to
them as it does to the researcher. Please call Dr. Kate at 973-

or to make an appointment. Further information about the
Archdiocese of Newark and specific parishes can be found at
WWW.rcan.org.

Webpages

In the latest e-mail letter Arnie Lang described a number
of sites for passenger list information. | am reprinting them
here for those who do not receive the email letter.

Hamburg Passenger on-line at Ancestry.com

More passenger lists are being added to the Internet every
month.  This month, Ancestry.com placed the Hamburg
Passenger List database on line. This database contains
passenger lists generated as the ships departed from the port of
Hamburg, Germany from 1850-1934 (with a gap from 1915-
1919 due to World War ). These are the same passenger lists
that were originally available only on microfilm (Their value
is that they include some information not always on other
passenger lists; one major point is the place of origin of the
passenger). This database includes images of the passenger
lists digitized from the microfilms in partnership with the
Hamburg State Archive and presently includes an index from
1890 to 1930. Up until now, the Hamburg State Archives had
been “slowly” placing these records on line — they can be
found at: http://www.hamburg.de/fhh/behoerden/staatsar
chiv/ link_to_your_roots/english/

Passenger Arrival Lists at Ancestry.com

Last year, Ancestry.com already had placed on-line many
passenger arrival lists of ships arriving from Hamburg, other
European ports, and from other parts of the world as well.
These include New York Passenger Lists - 1820-1957,
Baltimore (1820-1948), Boston (1820-1943), New Orleans
(1820-1945), Philadelphia (1800-1945), and other U.S. ports.

Departures from the British Isles - 1890 to 1960
Findmypast.com, in association with The National
Archives, is placing a new database on-line featuring the
Outward Passenger Lists for ships leaving the British Isles.
(Previous lists for departures from the British Isles are
unavailable because they were all destroyed by a fire at the
archives at Kew.) Ultimately, the lists dating from 1890 to
1960 will be placed on line. Currently only those lists from
1890-1899 are available. The basic search for your ancestor is
free, however, a charge will be made to obtain copies of the
documents. Go to: http://www.ancestorsonboard.com

If you have difficulty finding your ancestor on these
passenger lists, it is strongly suggested that you search as
many different databases as possible both on the web and on
CD-ROM’s (available at the library). Remember, ALL
database indexes have errors and omissions (sometimes the
complete list for a ship is missing). Keep looking and you
may find that “problem” ancestor on a different database.
Many of these on-line databases are free.

2006 Genealogy Conference and Cruise

I recently returned from the above cruise which was
sponsored by Wholly Genes Software, distributor of The
Master Genealogist (TMG). We cruised aboard the Diamond
Princess, a ship that holds 3500 people when fully loaded.
There were about 2400 passengers on the ship and about 400
in the Wholly Genes group. We left Los Angeles on 11 Nov
and returned on 18 Nov, stopping at Puerto Vallerta, Mazatlan
and Cabo San Lucas. Most of the lectures were given in the
four days at sea.

You may ask “Why should | go on a cruise rather than
land based genealogy conferences?” | think there are several
reasons. During a cruise there is a chance to interact with
many more people since no one disappears to various hotels at
the end of the day. Most land based conferences last only 2 or
3 days whereas this was a full week of jam packed genealogy.
In addition, | think the cost of a cruise conference is cheaper
on a daily basis since the cost of the conference, meals and
lodging is all included. The cost varies with the type of cabin
and | paid about $2,000 for a mini-suite with a balcony;
smaller cabins were in the $1600-1800 range.

The lecturers were an outstanding group, including: Dick
Eastman, Tony Burroughs, Robert Charles Anderson, Marsha
Hoffman Rising, Hank Jones, Tim Cook and Megan
Smolenyak Smolenyak. In addition to these renowned
genealogists there were a number of lectures by employees of
Wholly Genes Software dealing with uses of TMG. Many
people on the cruise were not users of TMG but were on the
cruise to hear talks by the outstanding group of lecturers.
Some of the topics: Genealogy Searches on Google (Eastman),
Digital Video (Burroughs), Transatlantic = Migration
(Anderson), The Critical Connection Linking the Generations
Between 1850 and the Colonial Period (Rising), When the
Sources Are Wrong (Jones), Navigating the National Archives
(Burroughs), Pearls for Finding People (Rising), Trace Your
Roots with DNA (Smolenyak), The Latest Technology for
Genealogists (Eastman), Tribal and BIA Affairs (Cook),
Before There Were Counties There Were Colonies
(Anderson), Find That Obituary! Online Newspaper Research
(Smolenyak), | Don’t Chase Dead Germans They Chase Me!
(Jones). Lectures relating to TMG software included
beginning, intermediate and advanced topics, TMG reports,
genealogy charts as well talks on TMG supplemental
programs called TMG Utility and Second Site by John
Cardinal. There were door prizes handed out after each of the
lectures, usually 2 or 3 per lecture. These usually were books
published by the particular lecturer. In addition each
participant received a $250 credit voucher to CD Archive
Books that publishes out of copyright genealogy volumes on
CD, which makes the cruise even cheaper.
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In addition to the formal lectures there were other
opportunities to meet the experts. There were “One-on-Ones”:
15 minute scheduled meetings with any of the lecturers or
TMG employees, allowing people to have a free 15 minute
consultation with these experts. | heard of several people who
scheduled back to back sessions so they had 30 minutes to talk
about their genealogy or software problems. There were also
“Hosted Breakfasts”: Seven people met with one of the
experts during a breakfast and discussed any topics that came
up, allowing you to bring up your own project and compare
with others in the group.

The Princess Cruise Line is unique in its dinner format.
You can opt for the typical dinner seating in which you are
assigned a table in a restaurant and you sit there with the same
people through-out the cruise. Princess also offers an option
called “personal choice” that allows you to go to any one of
about five different restaurants at any time, just like going to a
restaurant on shore. This allows you to eat with any group of
people. It was very easy to find a group to hang out with since
everyone had a common interest: genealogy. We had many
great discussions over dinner. | was somewhat disappointed
with the food at dinner compared to some other cruises | have
been on. With 2400+ passengers | think the Kkitchens were
overwhelmed. The vegetables often seemed to have come out
of a steam table and the meat frequently was overdone. There
was also the option to eat at the buffet restaurant that provided
a wide variety of foods that were well prepared and presented.
Breakfasts and lunches were always delicious with a wide
variety of selections.

Was the cruise worthwhile? | would give it an outstanding
score for both content and pleasure. Will | attend the 2007
cruise? Undoubtedly if | am still able to travel. For someone
else's opinion see the review of this cruise at
http://www.shoestringgenealogy.com/ article/Cruise2006.htm.

Both these sources came to us from the Allen County Public Li-
brary Newsletter, the first thanks to Margaret Kaiser, the second
thanks to Peggy Norris. Both are available through the Family
History Centers of the LDS.

Index to Damages in New Jersey by the British
and Americans, 1776 to 1782. This title consists of three
rolls of microfilm, of which the first one is a typescript
surname index to the other two. The originals are in the NJ
State Archives in Trenton. The index lists name, place of
residence, whether the damage was done by the Americans or
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the British, the number of the claim, and sometimes
occupation. The actual claims contain inventories of lost
property, and can give an insight in the contents of houses and
farms of those times. The first of the two rolls covers Franklin
and Saddle River townships of Bergen County, as well as
Burlington, Middlesex, and Somerset counties. The second
contains Passaic and Essex counties (incl. the city of Newark),
additional parts of Bergen, Burlington, and Somerset counties,
and Morris County. Each volume varies in arrangement: some
have page numbers, while others are arranged by claim
number. Sometimes it is difficult to determine what county is
being examined as some volumes have nothing written on
their title pages. Despite the difficulties, this is a great
resource. FHL film #: 888698 - 888700

The George O. Zabriskie Collection. George Olin
Zabriskie, FASG (1904-1988) was a leading authority on
colonial Dutch families of New Netherland. He was a frequent
contributor of articles about Dutch families in New York and
New Jersey, which were published in a variety of scholarly
journals from the 1950s to the 1980s. In the course of his
research, he amassed an extensive collection of files
containing family group charts, notes, colonial church record
abstracts, local history, and correspondence, which he later
offered to the Genealogical Society of Utah for microfilming.
The collection contains much information on Dutch colonial
families, especially in Bergen County, N. J., where his
Zabriskie family originated. In addition to Zabriskie, there are
many other surnames: Ackerman, Bogert/Bogardus, Van
Horne, Willsie, Moyle, Blauvelt, Bertholf, Terhune, Van
Saun, VanderBeek, Westervelt, and many others. A more
complete inventory can be found in the catalog of the Family
History Library at www.familysearch.org and searching under
the microfilm numbers 1421759 - 1421776. Zabriskie used
some of the data to compile his two-volume Zabriskie Family,
publ. in 1963, and many of his articles, but it is not clear how
much material was never published. Using the collection is
not easy, because the material is not well organized and lacks
both a published guide (except for the FHL Catalog) and an
index. There are no page numbers and it is difficult to cite.
However, the collection is worth a look, especially if you want
to explore the research notes of a published article by
Zabriskie in further detail.

In Memoriam: Ida Marie Demarest Owens

OWENS, IDA-MARIE (neé Demarest) age 93 of Oradell, NJ died of a heart
attack on Saturday, March 24, 2007.

Later she taught
at St. Joseph's School in Oradell and later became the Director of Foreign
Languages at Ramapo High School. Mrs. Owens was also the director of St.

At age 75 she became a member of the Board of
Education at St. Joseph's School. Interment was at St. Joseph’s Cemetery,
Hackensack, NJ.

She was an active member of our Society, and was secretary in the late eighties,
during the presidencies of Ed Mazalec and Louisa Lavelle. Members who still
remember her know she always used her full name when she concluded her
reading of the minutes. She also always included the women's maiden names.
As a direct descendant of David Demarest and a life long resident of Oradell,
she was related to many in the Society. Her name can be found in one of the
two volumes of the Demarest Genealogy.
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Notes from the Library

When you know your name, you should hang on to it, for
unless it is noted down and remembered, it will die when
you do. Toni Morrison

We deal with names all the time and we do hope that
someone noted it down, so that we can remember it. But do
you really think about names. There are many types of name
books to help. Use these naming books to expand your search
for those elusive ancestors—they did not always use the same
name or spelling!

First Names

The first question we often ask is “what does it mean?”
For example, Margaret comes from the Greek word for pearl.
Meanings are especially found in baby-naming books. More
important than meaning are nationality and nicknames. A
Dictionary of First Names (Reference 929.44 H241.) lists the
origin of the name (in this case English and Scottish), its
historic derivation (from OIld French, Latin, and Greek), its
cognates or forms in other languages (Margherita in Italian),
its short forms (e.g. Meg), and its pet forms (e.g. Marge). The
cognates, short, and pet forms are also listed by nationality.
Surprisingly this volume includes two supplements—one on
Arabic and one on Indian common names. You never know
what you will find. Always check a book carefully to see
what it contains!

Surnames, Last Name

Surnames are a “recent” invention—being adopted in
different cultures at different times. They are names handed
down from father (usually) to his children and then to their
children. Surnames are common throughout the world, but
there are still people in some areas that go by one name.
Before the use of surnames a person could be known by first
name only or by an appellation indicating relationship (John’s
son or wife), deriving from a particular place (Simon van
Arsdale or Andrew by the stream), by occupation (Tom the
baker), etc. These were not hereditary names. However,
some of them became actual surnames, often when some kind
of official ruling required them to choose a surname.

A Dictionary of Surnames (Reference 929.42 H241) has
70,000 names used in the English-speaking world. Most of
these names are of European origin. In addition, cognates or
equivalents in other languages are given. All of these variant
names are in the index, so it is easy to check a name to see
what the English usage might be, as many of our ancestors
anglicized their names in this country. Cognates, diminutives,
patronymics and more are listed under each name. For
example, Simon has well over 100 variants.

“Google Books intends to scan every book ever published
and to make the full texts available in the same way that Web
sites can be searched on the company’s search engine at
google.com” In case it sounds like a science fiction tale, or a
'tale told by an idiot signifying nothing’, wait just a moment.
The quote is from “Google’s Moon Shot” in The New Yorker,
Feb. 5, 2007. If you want to try it yourself, just go to
books.google.com, and type in a few pertinent search terms.
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I have an ancestor named “Waldron Kelly.” | typed in his
name and was rewarded with a list of books that contained
references to him, as well as direct quotes from the books and
a map of places mentioned in the book. | searched for another
ancestor, also named Kelly, using his last name and his
regiment in the British army, and brought up the complete text
of a huge book containing lists of officers and men wounded
or killed, promoted or married during the Napoleonic War. It
is absolutely amazing!

The books being scanned are from Stanford University
(1,000 books a day) and from Oxford, Harvard and the New
York Public Library among others. While there are copyright
problems in the courts, Google Book Search is a steamroller.
Try it, and if you find something, do let your fellow
researchers know.

Pvt. NJ State Troops, Pension No. S1116. Bergen Co., NJ
Common Pleas Court, 31 Oct 1832, David Stone, age 73, a
resident of Pompton Twp, b. 21 Oct 1756 Woodbridge, NJ.
Lived there when entered service, later moved to Ringwood,
Pompton Twp. | know the following men who can testify as to
my war service, William Colfax, Gen. C. W. Board, Col. Na-
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than Board, Joseph Stone, Rev. Elijah Fintar/Finton?, a
Methodist minister, Judge Peregrine Sanford.

Others mentioned in pension, Catherine Scott, age 58, lived in
same house as David Stone during the war, as of 05 Oct 1832.

Letter to the Editor
I received the following email from our member Robert Griffin:

Re: your article about Abstracts of Rev. War Pension records. The listing
for Simon Simonson, b. 1750 reminded me of an interesting adventure | had in
1992 while serving as Township historian in Teaneck. | received a call from a
woman whose father was about to move from his historic home located on the
Fairleigh Dickinson Univ. campus in Teaneck. She explained that in the early
1950s, she and her sister "rescued" from the blade of a bulldozer that was
clearing the area for construction of dormitory apartments a gravestone from a
colonial cemetery located directly in front of their house. It had since been
stored in her father's garage, and she was looking to give it to the Township.

The stone was in two pieces, but otherwise in remarkably good condition. It
bears the following inscription:

Here lies the Body
of Simon Simonson
who departed this
life May Ye 31%
A.D.1785in Ye 84"
Year of his Age

This Simon Simonson was the son of Art(3), Simon Barents(2), Baronet(1)
Simons. He is listed on a 1784 Bergen Co. Tax List as a mill owner. The mill
stood on the east side of the Hackensack River near the Court St. bridge in
Bogota/Hackensack. Among his 12 known children with his wife Sarah (Van
Pelt), number 7 (in birth year order) was Simon Simonson, the individual you
cited in your article. Simon (the son) is bur. at the Church on the Green in
Hackensack.

Avrtistic markings and images on the gravestone strongly suggest is was the
work of E. Price, a noted stonecarver in the Morristown area.

I drove around with the very heavy stone in the back of my car for several
days while trying to decide what to do with it. Teaneck doesn't have a
historical society or museum, but | felt strongly that it should stay in Teaneck.
Finally, after someone warned me of the dangers of its being spotted by
authorities, | "unloaded" it on the director of the Teaneck Public Library. It
remains in his office, as far as | know.

Thanks for the reminder.

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Notes from the Library

Databases

HeritageQuest Online is not only available in the
Ridgewood Public Library, but is available from home to all
New Jersey residents with their library card. Go to the
Research Databases page at www.ridgewoodlibrary.org for a
link.

Access NewspaperArchive, is a free database available at
the Ridgewood Public Library. It contains tens of millions of
searchable newspaper pages, dating from the 1700s to the
1970’s. New Jersey newspapers are excluded. Access this
database through the Library webpage at the Library.

Ridgewood Public Library (with grant funding and
volunteers from the Society) has indexed the State Census for
1885, 1895, 1905, and 1915 for Ridgewood and surrounding
towns. These censuses provide details about family com-
position, occupations, birthplace and more. The actual census
pages can be viewed on microfilm at several libraries or by
ordering film through the Family History Centers. For details
and the indexes see the Library website at:

Funding for this index has been made possible in part
through grant funds administered by the Bergen County
Department of Parks, Division of Cultural and Historic Affairs
through a General Operating Support grant from the New
Jersey Historical Commission, a Division of Cultural Affairs
in the Department of State. Additional funds were provided by
the Ridgewood Public Library. Volunteers from the
Genealogical Society of Bergen County also made significant
contributions to the project.

Early American Roads

Study of early roads (and waterways) yields insight into
migration and travel routes. Sometimes they also show details
of communities and local inhabitants. If you have no
ancestors from early America, search out maps and atlases that
cover your place and time period.

William Dollarhide’s excellent book, Map guide to
American Migration Routes, 1735-1815, gives an overview of
the main roads in the colonies and into the beginning of the
nineteenth century. He discusses and shows on clear maps
“Colonial Roads to 1750,” “Colonial Roads, 1750-1775,”
“Roads to the Ohio Country,” and “Roads to the Old
Southwest.” Using these maps | can see how my ancestors
migrated from Somerset County, New Jersey, to Lancaster
County, Pennsylvania and on to Virginia (now West Virginia)
and then on to Kentucky and Ohio. They likely followed the
King’s Highway, the Lancaster Road, the Great Valley Road,

Braddock’s Road, and the Wilderness Road, as well as the
Ohio River. What adventurers they were!

There are two interesting books in our collection that have
strip maps. These maps sketch the course of a particular route
(e.g. New York to Philadelphia), rather than showing a broad
area. The maps show homeowners, topographical features,
and landmarks such as mills and taverns. A facsimile copy of
A Survey of the Roads of the United States of America, 1789
by Christopher Colles was published in 1961 with extensive
introductory material and indexes. Maps include routes to
Stratford (Connecticut), Albany, Trenton, Philadelphia,
Annapolis, and Williamsburg. If your ancestor lived on one of
these routes in 1789 his home might be identified on one of
these maps!

Another book of early maps is New Jersey Road Maps of
the 18" Century, Princeton University Library, 1964. There
are 4 maps following various routes—Trenton to Amboy
(1762), The Division line between Middlesex and Somerset
Counties (1766), the route of the French army across New
Jersey (August 1781), and the main road from Philadelphia to
New York (1804).

The next source is E. Kay Kirkham’s A Genealogical and
Historical Atlas of the United States of America published in
1976. She reprints maps from 1790-1909. Many of them
show roads and railroads, as well as rivers. Bring your
magnifying glass. The reproduction is small.

Melinda Kashuba, Walking with your Ancestors: A
Genealogist’s Guide to Using Maps and Geography has a
chapter “Migration Trails Across America” that discusses the
kind of maps available to help with migration research and
how to find them. This chapter covers the entire period of
migration, not just early American.

Good hunting with maps!

January 1991, from microfilm reels of issues of the newspaper
in the Johnson Public Library, Hackensack, NJ and the library
of Bergen Community College, Ridgewood, NJ. Not every
issue is included in the microfilm (probably just those in
existence); and not every existing issue contained marriage
and death columns. The newspaper was published weekly, on
Fridays, at Hackensack, Bergen County, N.J.

Although | have tried to be as accurate as possible,
apologies are made for errors. Anyone familiar with using
microfilmed newspapers (especially ones over 100 years old)
knows that often the films are not as legible as one would
wish, either because of poor filming or because the newspaper
itself is not legible (poor print quality, folds or tears in the
paper, foxing on old newsprint, etc.)

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Notes from the Library

Take Another Look: Early Bergen County Resources

Many GSBC members have joined the Society specifi-
cally because they are researching early Bergen County or
New Jersey ancestors. The combined GSBC/Ridgewood
Public Library collection has many different types of re-
sources to help them in their research. Some of these
resources might be unfamiliar to you. A stroll along the
shelves in the Genealogy Reference section might help put
you on the right track.

Among the largest groups of early settlers in this area
were the Dutch, the English and the Huguenots. Our Refer-
ence collection has CDs, periodicals, and books with
information on each of these groups.

On CD, we have Dutch in America (REF CD Binder 2),
New Netherlands Vital Records (REF CD 28) and Huguenot
Settlers: North America and Europe (REF CD 16.) For
records of early New Jersey inhabitants, we have CDs of
Colonial New Jersey Source Records (REF CD 39), New
Jersey Genealogies (REF CD 3), Marriage Index New Jer-
sey 1680-1900 (REF CD 15) and several of Revolutionary
War records.

The GSBC/RPL periodical collection also has holdings
that may be useful to those in search of early settlers. In
addition to the general interest genealogy periodicals, we
receive newsletters, which may have pertinent articles, from
several nearby genealogical or historical societies. And we
have a few newsletters specifically for Dutch researchers.
“De Halve Maen” (the journal of the Dutch Colonial Period
in America) and the “Blauvelt News” (the magazine of the
Association of Blauvelt Descendents) and the “New Nether-
land Connections” are worth checking out.

We also have many books to help track down those early
residents. For Huguenot research, take a look at Huguenot
Pedigrees (GEN REF 929.2 HUG) or Huguenot Ancestors
Documented by the Huguenot Society of New Jersey (GEN

REF 929.2 HUG) or The Huguenots Or The Early French
in New Jersey (GEN REF 929.3749 KOE) for clues. Also
on the shelves are family histories of prominent Huguenot
families such as the Demarests and Terhunes.

For those tracing settlers from the British Isles, there are
many books of interest. Try the 3 volume set Colonial
Families of New Jersey (GEN REF 929.2 NEW) or Pioneer
Families of Northwestern New Jersey (GEN REF 929.2
NOR) or Genealogies of New Jersey Families (GEN REF
929.3749 GEN).

But our collection really shines when it come to the early
Dutch inhabitants of this area. We have several books about
the Dutch settlers in New Amsterdam. These include: List
of Passengers to New York 1654-1664 (GEN REF
929.308691 HOL), Records of the Reformed Dutch Church
1639-1800 (GEN REF 929.3747 NEW) and the Genealogi-
cal and Biographical Directory to Persons in New
Netherland (GEN REF 929.2 NEW).

On other Reference shelves are even more treasures. We
have family histories for many of the local Dutch families.
These histories include well-known names, such as Acker-
man, Blauvelt, Bogert, Doremus, Haring, Hopper, Lydecker,
Osterhout, Quackenbush, Straut, Sturtevent, Terwiliger, Van
Dyke, Van Houten, Vreeland, and Zabriskie. Since these
families intermarried so often, if your family is mentioned in
one of these books, you may find the key to unlock many
generations of information.

This is only a sampling of the resources for early Bergen
and New Jersey research. Our collection is growing all the
time. So even if you have used some of these materials in
the past, it may be time to take another look.

Research In The Netherlands

Afina Broekman

Recently an article appeared in the Rootsweb Review
about doing online research in the Netherlands. (Rootsweb
Review, 9/26/2007, Vol.10, No. 39, thanks to Margaret Kaiser
for bringing it to my attention). The abstract can be seen at
http://ftp.rootsweb.com/pub/review/2007/0926.txt. You can
get the complete article from Rootsweb by sending e-mail to
Editor-RWR@rootsweb.com (“Netherlands Article” in the
subject line). The authors do a good job of explaining the civil
registration system in the Netherlands, and point to some
excellent webpages. | have only seen the abstract, but |
thought to expand a bit in what is mentioned there.

As the article mentions, we have Napoleon to thank for the
extensive and thorough civil registration system. Starting in
1811 (and 1795 in the southern provinces and Belgium) every
birth, marriage and death had to be registered with the civil
authorities. Only civil marriages were valid (but you are free
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to have a religious ceremony also). In every town these
registers were indexed at the end of the year, and later
collected into 10-year indexes. If you know the place, you
only need a general idea of the year to find your ancestor in
the 10-yr table. But volunteers are now putting in a major
effort to get the extracts of the actual certificates into the
database GenLias (www.genlias.nl, click on English). To see
whether your town in covered go to “Actual Content.”

In addition most provinces maintain websites with lots of
information relating to the history of the province. The Frisian
Archive (http://www.tresoar.nl/) and the Zeeland Archive
(http://mwww.zeeuwsarchief.nl/) also have digitized searchable
records from before 1811. Other archives have digitized all
kinds of interesting records from visitors to Domburg
(Zeeland) to probate records (many provinces). Some town
archives are also adding genealogical data. Amsterdam
(http://stadsarchief.amsterdam.nl/) has digitized all its
baptismal records, the search results contain all information,
and a scan can be ordered. Almelo (the town my father came
from) has all marriage and death certificates from 1811 on
scanned and freely available to save or print.

The Archives are also adding many old photo’s and maps.
Again Amsterdam is excellent, but many other Archives have
great collections online, frequently searchable by address.

The abstract mentions the website Geneaknowhow.net
(http://geneaknowhow.net/). The site has several sections.
“Digital Resources in the Netherlands and Belgium” has lists
of the available online information, organized by province.
“From paper to pixels” contains over 100.000 scanned pages
from a variety of sources, also organized by province. “The
Past in Pictures” has pictures of occupations. And they have
the phonebook from 1915 transcribed online. All this has been
done with volunteers only.

The abstract also mentions http://www.archieven.nl/ This
is a database that can search through a number of municipal
and provincial archives at one time. No actual scans are
included, but there are rather detailed descriptions of the
source. This site does not have an English interface.

Not all of it is available in English, but if you are planning
serious research in the Netherlands, it would be good to get
some acquaintance with the language. And there is always the
possibility to ask for help, I know of at least one member who
is fluent in Dutch.
